Carta abierta a las organizadoras de Women Deliver y del Foro Generacidn Igualdad: Los
foros de alto nivel sobre los derechos de la mujer no deben ignorar los derechos de las
mujeres criminalizadas, encarceladas o anteriormente encarceladas.

Nosotros, los abajo firmantes, hacemos un llamamiento a los organizadores de Women
Deliver y del Foro Generacidn lgualdad para que garanticen que estos foros de alto nivel
sobre los derechos de las mujeres incluyan a todas las mujeres, en particular a las mujeres
criminalizadas, encarceladas y anteriormente encarceladas.*

El Foro Generacidén Igualdad, convocado por ONU Mujeres en 2021, fue el mayor foro sobre
los derechos de la mujer de los ultimos 25 afios. El foro puso en marcha una serie de
ambiciosas acciones para avanzar en la igualdad de género y miles de millones de ddlares
fueron comprometidos por fildntropos y gobiernos para apoyar esta agenda.

Sin embargo, un grupo clave de mujeres y nifas guedo al margen de este proceso: las
mujeres criminalizadas, encarceladas o anteriormente encarceladas. El encarcelamiento de
mujeres esta aumentando a un ritmo mds rapido que el de los hombres, un 60% frente a un
22%, desde el afio 2000. La poblacidn carcelaria femenina ha aumentado en mas de 100.000
personas en los ultimos diez afios. Mucha evidencia demuestra que el encarcelamiento de
mujeres esta estrechamente relacionado con la violencia de género, la pobreza y las leyes
discriminatorias.

A pesar de estas flagrantes estadisticas, el encarcelamiento de mujeres no figuré en ninguna
de las seis Coaliciones para la Accidn del Foro Generacidn Igualdad -areas tematicas de
accidn clave elegidas para que la comunidad mundial se centre en ellas durante los préximos
5 afios-, incluidas las centradas en la violencia de género y justicia y derechos econémicos.
Las mujeres con experiencia vivida en el sistema de justicia penal fueron invisibles en todo el
foro, a pesar de que la sexta Coalicidn para la Accidn se centraba en los movimientos y
liderazgos feministas.

Un momento importante del Foro Generacidn Igualdad se celebrara en un encuentro en
septiembre de 2023, reforzado por la conferencia Women Deliver en julio. Nos consterna
gue, una vez mas, el encarcelamiento de las mujeres no sea un tema prioritario y que las
solicitudes presentadas por algunas de las organizaciones abajo firmantes para celebrar un
evento oficial sobre este tema en Women Deliver no hayan sido aceptadas.

Esto refleja la marginacién de las realidades de las mujeres encarceladas y anteriormente
encarceladas en los foros de alto nivel, incluida la Comisién de la Condicién Juridica y Social

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de la Mujer (CSW).? Esto contribuye a la falta de financiacidn y de reformas politicas
necesarias para abordar el alarmante aumento de la criminalizacién de las mujeres y del
numero de nifios y nifias detenidas con una de sus parientes.

Hacemos un llamamiento a los Estados miembros, a la ONU y a otras organizaciones
intergubernamentales, asi como a las organizadoras de estos foros de alto nivel, para que
garanticen que el encarcelamiento de las mujeres se incluya como tema prioritario. Esto
incluye el préximo encuentro del foro Generacion Igualdad y la CSW 2024. Deben llevarse a
cabo consultas con las partes interesadas que trabajan en este ambito. En particular, las
voces de las mujeres con experiencias vividas deben ocupar un lugar central, como la Red

Internacional de Mujeres Anteriormente Encarceladas.
